We are deeply grieved by the betrayal of trust and the alleged criminal activity of Barry R. Herr,
aformer employee of the lower Susquehanna Synod, Evangelical Lutheran Church in America.

Charges of this nature are very serious, and are even more disturbing when they involve the life
of the church.

The Lower Susguehanna Synod is alaw-abiding community, and we do not tolerate such behav-
ior. Since the onset of the investigation into Mr. Herr’ simproper use of synod funds, we have
cooperated fully with law enforcement authorities.

At the sametime, we are afaith community. “ Situations like these bring deep pain and sadness
to many people. Our comfort restsin God who iswith us at al times,” said Bishop B. Penrose
Hoover, the spiritual and administrative leader of the 122,00-member synod. “We pray that
God's care, concern, healing and wisdom may be experienced by all who have been affected.”

We pray fro healing and comfort for Mr. Herr, hisfamily and al others affected by these
charges. Our trust is aways in God who promises to see us through every difficulty and whose
healing presence restores us,” Bishop Hoover added.
